PRO-LIFE SUNDAY :  We pray for the legal protection of 

the unborn; for a change of heart in our country; and we do 

penance for the abortions that have taken the lives of human 

beings. 

     January 22 was the anniversary of the 1973 Supreme Court 

decisions that legalized abortion throughout our nation.  Since 

then, over 60 million lives have been lost.  The act of abortion 

rejects Godõs gift of life.  It destroys the life of a child who should 

be received with love; and for someone who has participated in 

abortion, the loss of a child can form a hole in their heart so deep 

that it can leave them empty and depressed, or it can harden their 

heart. 

     Todayõs readings call us to choose Godõs ways, not the òworldõs 

ways,ó that sometimes go against God.  God sends the prophet 

Jonah to tell the city of Nineveh that they need to repent of their 

sins or they will be destroyed.  Jesus calls people to repent for the 

Kingdom of God is at hand; to believe in the Gospel, the good 

news of Jesusõ way of life; and to follow Jesus and his way of life.  

We need a change of direction in many attitudes that have gotten 

stronger in our country.  The Catholic Church, following Jesusõ 

teaching, is pro-life in believing that life begins at the time of a 

childõs conception in the motherõs womb, as the bible tells us.  We 

respect all the legitimate rights of women, and reject any abuse of 

women, but killing the unborn in a womenõs womb does not help 

women.  Following Jesusõ teaching, we also are against the death 

penalty.  Dangerous people can be safely put in prison, and we are 

to give them a chance to repent, since only God can judge when a 

person should live or die (the exception is when it is the only way 

of self-defense).  Following Jesusõ teaching, we are against the 

disrespect of people through pornography.  Following Jesus 

teaching, we are against sexual intercourse outside of a marriage 

between a man and a woman that has taken place in a Church.  

Many people are hurt in the mediaõs attitudes that having sex with 

many people is fine, even without any true commitment.  Let us 

recommit ourselves to follow Jesusõ ways!

DOMINGO  PRO-VIDA:  Oramos por la protección legal del 

no nacido; para un cambio de corazón en nuestro país; y 

hacemos penitencia por los abortos que han cobrado la vida 

de los seres humanos.       

El 22 de enero fue el aniversario de las decisiones de la Corte 

Suprema de 1973 que legalizaron el aborto en toda nuestra nación.  

Desde entonces, se han perdido más de 60 millones de vidas.  El 

acto del aborto rechaza el don de la vida de Dios.  Destruye la vida 

de un niño que debe ser recibido con amor; y para alguien que ha 

participado en el aborto, la pérdida de un niño puede formar un 

agujero en su corazón tan profundo que puede dejarlo vacío y 

deprimido, o puede endurecer su corazón. 

Las lecturas de hoy nos llaman a elegir los caminos de Dios, no los 

"caminos del mundo", que a veces van en contra de Dios.  Dios 

envía al profeta Jonás para decirle a la ciudad de Nínive que  
 

 

necesitan arrepentirse de sus pecados o serán destruidos.  Jesús 

llama a la gente a arrepentirse porque el Reino de Dios está cerca; 

creer en el Evangelio, la buena noticia del modo de vida de Jesús; y 

seguir a Jesús y su forma de vida.  Necesitamos un cambio de 

dirección en muchas actitudes que se han hecho más fuertes en 

nuestro país.  La Iglesia Católica, siguiendo la enseñanza de Jesús, 

está pro-vida creyendo que la vida comienza en el momento de la 

concepción de un niño en el vientre de la madre, como nos dice la 

Biblia. Respetamos todos los derechos legítimos de las mujeres y 

rechazamos cualquier abuso de las mujeres, pero matar al no 

nacido en el vientre de las mujeres no ayuda a las mujeres.  

Siguiendo la enseñanza de Jesús, también estamos en contra de la 

pena de muerte.  Las personas peligrosas pueden ser puestas en 

prisión, y debemos darles la oportunidad de arrepentirse, ya que 

sólo Dios puede juzgar cuándo una persona debe vivir o morir (la 

excepción es cuando es la única manera de defenderse a sí misma). 

Siguiendo la enseñanza de Jesús, estamos en contra de la falta de 

respeto de las personas a través de la pornografía.  Después de la 

enseñanza de Jesús, estamos en contra de las relaciones sexuales 

fuera de un matrimonio entre un hombre y una mujer que ha 

tenido lugar en una Iglesia.  Muchas personas se lastiman en las 

actitudes de los medios de comunicación de que tener relaciones 

sexuales con muchas personas está bien, incluso sin ningún 

compromiso verdadero.  ¡Comprometámonos de nuevo a seguir 

los caminos de Jesús!

beginning Thursday, January 21st, at 1pm. Participants in this 
virtual series will benefit from four particular areas of personal 
growth and development focused on: 
Presence is your ability to be fully awake and alive to what's 
occurring in the moment right now without distraction. A critical 
skill for developing anger management, presence helps you better 
understand how different "states" of feeling impact your life. 
Awareness is your ability to fully live in your body and acknowledge 
your sensations, feelings, and perceptions. An important skill for the 
development of emotional intelligence, awareness is your ability to 
sense your emotional state that color your interpretations and 
judgments. 
Perspective is your ability to see and understand your own unique 
outlook and to take others' views as well. This approach is effective 
at helping you build your ability to truly inhabit other points of view 
and to see the bigger picture in any situation. 
Attention implies not just your ability to act but also to attend fully 
to what is needed at this moment in your life: it calls for your ability 
to act with intention, responsibility, and focus. 
The class will be an ongoing 10-week series for $20 per class. The 
class is offered for free to pregnant or parenting individuals with a 
child under three years of age.
